Aft Cabin Door Replacement Door Hinge Assemblies

Emergency Exit Release Handle Covers

There are three emergency exits in the passenger cabin of the S92 helicopter, one on each side 
at the rear of the cabin and one forward on the port side opposite the passenger entrance door. 
These exits are actuated by means of a release lever which is easily accessible to the passengers. 
Tamper indication is currently by means of a telltale copper wire. In order to prevent interference 
and possible inadvertent release, transparent covers attached by velcro strips are provided. In an 
emergency these covers are easily removed and discarded allowing full unhindered access to the 
release levers.

Sliding Cowling Wear Strips

Tail Rotor Gearbox Fairing Access Panel

Wear strips are installed on the sliding cowling tracks (port and starboard) where the Teflon rollers 
of the cowling rest during flight. Two strips are installed on the top of the tracks, and two strips on 
the side (outboard face). The wear strips are bonded to the tracks and then edge sealed. The wear 
strips will prevent premature wear to the tracks, and also will avoid unscheduled replacements of 
the tracks.

In order to facilitate tail rotor gearbox oil servicing and inspection, a removable access panel is 
introduced to the existing fairing. An aperture is cut in the composite fairing reinforced with an 
aluminium alloy doubler which is bonded in place. To this doubler are attached eight nut plates 
to secure the access panel. This access panel is attached using 10-32 unf hexagon head screws 
wire locked in place.
